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Abstract

The suffering caused by these disturbances is a
consequence of things that disturb and provoke. These stimuli, which act as gas igniters, are

called “samudaya,” the cause of suffering. The ability to lay down suffering until it is
completely extinguished, which is called “nirodha,” is the cessation of suffering. To achieve
the cessation of suffering, there must be a method known as “manga,” a path of
understanding the Four Noble Truths that begins with oneself as the smallest unit of
organization. By understanding one's feelings, analyzing the problem, and comprehending
one's own emotions, individuals can face reality and proceed with efforts to solve problems
correctly. Everyone can analyze problems and understand their feelings, encountering reality
in a way that leads to the correct solution. The goal is to proceed with efforts to solve
problems correctly.
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
