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Abstract

Learning management to promote citizenship and coexistence in multicultural
schools is a crucial mission of Thai education, particularly in Chiang Rai Province, where ethnic
religious linguistic and cultural diversity is highly pronounced. This study proposes five key
approaches: 1) developing localized curricula and activities that reflect diversity by integrating
indigenous knowledge folklore and local traditions to foster pride in cultural identity
2) community-based learning which involves fieldwork real-life studies and exchanges with
community leaders or cultural centers to enhance cross-cultural understanding 3) creating
safe spaces for student expression, where learners can engage in open discussions and
dialogues free from prejudice or discrimination 4) using diverse and non-stereotypical learning
media including languages, images, and sounds that represent cultural differences
appropriately across age levels, and 5) teacher training for diversity awareness enabling
teachers to design inclusive learning experiences without judging students based on their
backgrounds. These approaches should align with students’ developmental stages from
building basic language and communication skills at the primary level integrating human rights
education at the lower secondary level to fostering critical thinking and social project design
at the upper secondary level. Such an integrated framework not only transforms multicultural
schools into inclusive and equitable learning spaces but also lays the foundation for cultivating
citizens with critical awareness, respect for human dignity, and the capacity to coexist

peacefully in a multicultural society.
