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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to investigate the basic information and factors
influencing the decision to pursue undergraduate studies at Rajamangala University of
Technology Srivijaya, Nakhon Si Thammarat Campus. The sample consisted of 303
undergraduate students from three areas: Khanom, Saiyai, and Thungyai. The sample size in
each area was determined using a purposive sampling method based on the overall number
of first-year students in the 2023 academic year. The research instrument was a questionnaire.
The data was analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and one-way
analysis of variance (One-Way ANOVA).

The results revealed that most respondents were female (76.60 %), resided in Nakhon
Si Thammarat Province (57.1 %), had a cumulative grade point average (GPA) between 3.31-
4.00 (43.20 %) and their parents’ monthly income ranged between 10,001- 15,000 baht
(37.30%). The most common sources of information about university admission were the
university’s admission website (27.10 %), facebook (24.6%) followed by recommendations
from senior students (16.4 %) and public announcement boards (8.1%).

Furthermore, the study found that the overall factors influencing students’ decisions
to enroll were at a high level in all aspects. The factors were ranked in descending order of
importance as follows:, curriculum ()_c = 4.39, environment (; = 4.34), university

management()_c = 4.34) and university image (x =4.25)

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Abstract

This study aimed to explore guidelines for developing Ban Ubon Phatthana
Community, Wang Nam Khiao District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province, into a sustainable tourist
destination. The objectives were: (1) to examine the community's potential for tourism
development; (2) to investigate tourist behavior and needs regarding tourism development;
and (3) to propose practical community development guidelines. A mixed-methods approach
was employed. Quantitative data were collected through questionnaires administered to
tourists and analyzed using statistical software, while qualitative data were obtained through
in-depth interviews with government officials, private sector representatives, and community
members, subsequently analyzed using content analysis. The findings revealed that Ban Ubon
Phatthana Community has strong potential for both nature-based and cultural tourism. The
community features well-developed attractions, accessibility, facilities, and tourism activities
that support its development as a destination. The majority of tourists were female (63.5%),
aged 20-29 years (61.0%), held bachelor's degrees (66.5%), were students (68.5%), originated
from the Northeastern region (80.5%), with average monthly income of <15,000 Baht (68.5%),
and were mostly single (80.0%). The proposed development guidelines emphasize: (1)
balancing tourism growth with environmental conservation, (2) developing sustainable
infrastructure, (3) fostering collaboration among government agencies, private sectors, and
community stakeholders, with an emphasis on integrating technology and sustainable
practices, and (4) promoting cultural tourism through the preservation and dissemination of

local traditions.

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Abstract

This study aimed to: (1) examine the consumer behavior associated with the
purchase of jackfruit processed products from the OTOP Nawatwithi Community at Ban
Ruam Thai; (2) investigate the design and development for Packaging of Processed Jackfruit
Products and (3) evaluate the acceptance of the newly developed packaging prototype. A
mixed-methods approach was applied. Quantitative data were collected through
questionnaires administered to 200 consumers and tourists. The data were analyzed using
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation, while qualitative data were obtained
via in-depth interviews with ten key informants, including tourism academics, tourism
entrepreneurs, local administrative officers, community leaders, and tourists participating in
community activities. The findings indicated that consumers were predominantly female,
aged 31-40 years, with monthly incomes ranging from 10,001 to 20,000 baht. Cleanliness,
safety, product quality, taste, and packaging attractiveness were identified as the principal
determinants of purchase decisions, with cleanliness receiving the highest mean score (4.56).
The study further revealed that the redesigned packaging effectively addressed the
shortcomings of the previous version, enhanced durability and aesthetic value, and
successfully conveyed the community’s cultural identity while integrating modern and
environmentally sustainable design principles. The prototype, incorporating jackfruit leaf
motifs, green—yellow color tones, eco-friendly materials, and an improved structural format,

was well accepted and contributed to strengthening the product’s market positioning.

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Abstract

This study aims to explore low-carbon tourism development during the off-season on Koh
Mak, Trat Province. The objectives are: (1) to investigate existing tourism activities on Koh Mak,
and (2) to examine approaches for developing low-carbon tourism activities suitable for the off-
season period. Data were collected through unstructured interviews with key stakeholders,
including community leaders, local scholars, senior residents, cultural knowledge holders, local
entrepreneurs, and residents involved in area management. Participant observation was also
employed, and the data were analyzed using content analysis.

The findings reveal that: (1) Tourism activities on Koh Mak primarily emphasize relaxation
within its natural environment. The island’s abundant resources present strong potential for
developing low-carbon tourism activities. Local practices already support low-carbon tourism,
such as promoting non-fossil fuel activities like sailing and non-motorized water recreation.
Community regulations, including restrictions on bringing cars or motorcycles onto the island and
discouraging large ferry operations, help minimize environmental impact. The community also
plays an active role in waste reduction efforts. (2) Three off-season tourism activities were
developed from locally available resources—coconuts, marine debris, and local cuisine—to
create meaningful and environmentally friendly visitor experiences. These activities include: (1)
From Coconut to Craft, (2) ReBeach: Reviving Marine Debris, and (3) Escape to Sweet Coconut:

The Charm of Koh Mak’s Thai Desserts.

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Abstract

The behavior of Chinese tourists in Thailand on tourism perception in Koh Mak, Trat
Province. This research aimed to 1) examine the behavior of Chinese tourists traveling in
Thailand, and 2) examine Chinese tourists’ perceptions toward tourism in Koh Mak, Trat
Province. The sample consists of 385 Chinese tourists in Thailand. A questionnaire was used
as the research instrument, and the data were analyzed using percentage, mean, and standard
deviation.

The results reveal that most respondents are female, aged 21-30 vyears, with
a bachelor’s degree and working in the private sector. The most popular travel behaviors
include sightseeing and shopping. The main reasons for choosing Thailand are its beautiful
tourist attractions and delicious food. The respondents also tend to book services through
online applications and prefer staying in resorts. Furthermore, Chinese tourists’ perceptions of
Koh Mak are at a very high level, especially regarding natural beauty, the friendliness of local
people, the diversity of attractions, and the appropriateness of travel information, prices, and
accommodations. Popular attractions recognized by tourists include Koh Kham, the Cinnamon
Bridge, and the walking street. Safety and good guidance during recreational activities are also
highly valued and contribute to both high expectations and positive perceptions among

tourists.

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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the management of the Phuket Elderly Welfare
Development Center in developing an age - friendly community, and 2) examine the outcomes
resulting from the development of an age-friendly community. This study employed
a qualitative research approach, using in-depth interviews with three key informant groups
administrators and staff of the center, administrators and staff of Phuket City Municipality, and
elderly participants in the center’s activities, totaling 30 participants by purposive sampling.
The research instruments included semi-structured in-depth interviews and focus group
discussions. The data were analyzed with content analysis and validated with triangulation
design model.

The findings revealed that 1) the operations of the Phuket Elderly Welfare
Development Center are conducted through an integrated management approach, relying on
cooperation and participation from relevant sectors. The center serves as a central
mechanism, linking national policies to local practices while promoting continuous
participation of the elderly in development processes. The integration of multiple sectors also
contributes to creating an environment conducive to the elderly’s quality of life. Therefore,
the development of an age-friendly community requires comprehensive collaboration, active
participation, and resource support from all sectors to sustainably enhance the quality of life
of the elderly. 2) Additionally, development outcomes demonstrate that older adults benefit
from participation in diverse activities that address their physical, mental, and social needs,

leading to an overall improvement in quality of life.
